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The Shilin area was originally named Pattsiran,
which means “hot springs” in indigenous language. By the
end of Qing Dynasty, as many literati from Shilin passed
the imperial examination, the town was subsequently
nicknamed "Shilin", which means "congregation of
scholars and talents", and was later officialized in
1897,during the Japanese Colonial Period.

The unique architecture of MRT Jiantan Station
drawsinspiration from the nearby Shihlin Bridge, which
was demolished in 1985, along with the concepts of
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atraditional Dragon Boat. It was nominated as “The 10
Coolest Subway Stations in the World” by Thrillist, an
American travel and living style website.
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Taipei Performing Arts Center is a building that stands
out from the crowd, designed by Pritzker Architecture
Prize winner Rem Koolhaas. His inspiration comes from
the twin-side hot pots that include a variety of different
flavors in the Shilin Night Market nearby.

The building features a cube-sphere main body with
block-shaped structures extending in three directions: To
the south, The Grand Theater; to the north and located
directly across from the Grand Theater, the Blue Box; and
right across the MRT station is the eye-catching Globe
Playhouse, which looks like a floating planet.
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Shilin Night Market is the largest night market in
Taipei, and arguably the most popular check-in night
market on social media. It was voted the must-go place
for tourists and the leading night market in Taiwan many
times. It evolved from street vendors attracted to local
religious activities to a sizable marketplace and now to an
evening entertainment activity hub. Then, the government
decided to rebuild it because of sanitation and safety
considerations.

The newly renovated building of Shilin Night Market,
which officially opened in 2011, consists of one floor
above ground and three basement levels. You may find
food vendors, fresh produce, clothing, accessories, and
souvenirs.
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During the Japanese Colonial Period, Taiwan was
known as the land of disease. The Japanese authorities
in Taiwan acted with vigor to improve environmental
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sanitation and stop the spread of infectious diseases
such as malaria. In 1913, a public market facility was built
in front of Shilin Cixian Temple, and the area's itinerant
vendors were brought under one roof for centralized
management.

The structure of the old Shilin Public Market was
made of red brick and had a wooden frame and ventilation
windows on the roof, with large arched windows on
the side walls which allows more natural light into the
building. The entrance was on the side that faces Shilin
Cixian Temple. It was also listed as a Municipal Historic
Site by the Taipei City Government.
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The development of the Shilin area began in 1709
with Zhilan Street as the center. A huge fight between
Zhangzhou and Quanzhou settlers from China took place
in Taipei in 1859, and the old streets in Shilin were burned
down as a result. Zhangzhou immigrants made efforts to
build their homes on the new streets in the area around
the current Shilin Night Market.

Cixian Temple, also known as Shilin Mazu Temple,

g
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was then relocated and rebuilt in 1864, with Mazu as its
main deity. Mazu was brought by Chinese immigrants and
is now Taiwan’s most prominent female deity. There are
more than 1,000 registered temples with Mazu as their
main deity in Taiwan.
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Youying Gong Ma Temple is one of the most
important temples in Shilin Old Street. The temple is the
combination of “Youying Gong Temple” and “Sheng Ma
Temple”, one is to worship the deceased with no families,
while the other is to worship a local lady who contributed
to the community.

People will prepare joss paper for the lonely ghosts.
Rather than the commonly seen paper money, you will
see icons of hairbrush, shoes and clothes on the joss
paper, which represent daily necessities for the ghosts.
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Shennong Emperor, also known as the Emperor of
the Five Grains and God of Chinese Herbal Medicine,
is the main god in Shilin Shennong Temple. He can be
easily identified by the look with no clothes and holding
rice paddy in his hand.

It was said that Shennong Emperor taught the
ancient Chinese the practices of agriculture and the
use of herbal drugs. What’s more, people believe that
Shennong Emperor has classified 365 species of herbs or
medicinal plants and died from a toxic herb as a result of
an experiment.
